INTRODUCTION





Lightup Foundation is a charity presently operating in Croydon and other boroughs within London. The Lightup Foundation works to improve youth and community development.





After the incident of the London riots, we decided to speak to young people in the community to know what they felt caused the riots and the reason why any one will decide to destroy the assets in their community in a protest. We had an inter-school debate on the 4th of October 2011, 150 young people as well as a BBC researcher and other relevant organisations and persons were present. Young people talked about the riot and how we could prevent a future repeat of such incident.


At the end of the debate most young people agreed that young people lacked the sense and pride of ownership of their community and that was why it was easy to cause damage to show their anger towards the government for not listening to them.


After this debate we embarked on various youth consultations, talks and road shows within Tottenham and Croydon and it became more glaring that a lot of young people were disconnected from their local communities. Majority of the young people we spoke to were not interested in what was happening in their community never mind wanting to be part of the local activities.


During one of our community tours with young people in Croydon, a question was put forward:


“Why did the young people who burnt down buildings during the riot not burn down their own houses to show the government that they are angry with them”?


From all the answers we got from young people majority felt that most young people felt that their home was theirs, they had a stake in it and it was not right to destroy it.


From these answers we concluded that most young people are not aware that their community is theirs, and they have a stake in it and the Community is their heritage which is of inestimable value. As the saying goes “If the value of a thing is not known, then its abuse becomes inevitable”. 


As a result, we decided to embark on a Heritage project which would help young people to get connected to the history of their community; create an awareness of their communities; celebrate their communities; encourage them to develop the pride of ownership of their communities and learn to protect it.





The Lightup Young Heritage Ambassadors Project is a new and exciting concept, with the aim of re-connecting young people to their community by creating an awareness of their local heritage. Lightup Foundation a registered charity strongly believes that this is a way forward in addressing the occurrence of the violence, opportunistic looting, vandalism and arson on historical buildings during the London riots back in August 2011.  





HOW THE ROJECT WAS IDENTIFIED





Lightup acts as a resource for young people by providing support, advice, assistance and organising educational programmes. Lightup helps young people develop their skills and capacities to help them participate positively in society as independent, mature and responsible individuals.

BRIEF OF WHAT HAPPENED ON THE PROJECT





We set out to work with 10 young people from Haringey and another 10 from Croydon, a lot of young people were interested in participating on this project as a result we had to accommodate more young people during the admission process.





We selected 15 young people (project direct beneficiaries) and 11 young volunteers from Croydon and another 15 (project direct beneficiaries) and 5 young volunteers from Haringey. Young people were exposed to the NOW and THEN research of their High street, at some point during the project, young people had exchange tours within Croydon and Haringey to explore the other group’s findings. Subsequently, the research information was exhibited in schools, youth clubs, social networking sites and other public places in a bid to give back the young people’s research within the 2 boroughs. 





The details of the research were documented in the form of a First Youth Heritage Magazine for Croydon and Haringey and in Documentary format. 





To ensure the success of this project, Lightup worked in partnership with the Royal Institute of British Architects (RIBA), Haringey Libraries and Bruce Castle Museum (which is under the Haringey Culture, Libraries and Learning), St Mary’s Catholic High School, John Loughborough School and Croydon Local Studies Library and Archives Service on the project. 


London Academy of Media Film and Television provided project trainings. Reeve’s Furniture Business Croydon and many other local businesses offered their full support and willingness in assisting the project. 








The board of directors nominated the Project Co-ordinator due to her experience, selflessness, service and the overwhelming success working on former Lightup Youth and Community Projects.





At the start of the project staff recruitment was a bit of a challenge, we had to use part of our contingencies to employ the service of a qualified and experienced youth worker to set up the project.





We visited the partner schools to make presentations to the students and a number of young people were interested in getting involved in the project. It was quite challenging to turn down the interested young people and in a bid to motivate young people we had to admit more than 10 young people for each of the boroughs.








Project application was open to any young person between the ages of 11 -25 who lived, attended school or spent most of their time in Croydon or Haringey.

Young beneficiaries in Croydon have been able to give back to approximately 1,050 young people in  schools and community groups, through their documentary DVDs and exhibition.

In Haringey, young people have given back to approximately 400 young people in school and youth club via their documentary DVD and exhibition.

In the future we will look to secure funds to employ a full time project coordinator to run this project, the delivery time and work on this project was under estimated.


We will seek to get all partners more involved with project execution and planning.


We will work towards securing a mini project office where this project will be run from.

The awareness on the community heritage has been mind blowing to majority of the young people and as a result of these new discoveries, project participants have become more confident and willing to share the knowledge of their community heritage with more people in the community.


Croydon project participants have recently been invited to the Croydon Mayor’s parlour where they received badges from the mayor to encourage the good work the young people are involved with. Haringey Independence News paper has also published the Haringey young people’s achievement in their papers.


85% of older people who were invited to the young people’s Award ceremony were amazed by the research work and the history behind the community buildings they have indicated that this project should not be restricted to only young people.
